Alternative energy center to be built at SUNY Stony Brook

USA:  Ground will be broken tomorrow on a US$35 million energy center that will work to make alternative energy available to everyone and establish Long Island, N.Y., as a leader in the growing alternative energy sector.  The Advanced Energy Research Technology Center will be built on the campus of State University of New York Stony Brook.  The center will research and promote every area of alternative energy, including solar, wind, hydrogen fuel cells, geothermal, biomass and nano-technology.

New York State is paying to build the center, which will be the most energy efficient building in the state, and only one of 26 in the nation to get the top Platinum rating from the U.S. Green Building Council in Washington, D.C.  The building will have a Leadership in Energy & Environmental Design platinum rating, which means it has achieved maximum energy efficiency in five distinct categories: sustainable site, water efficiency, energy and atmosphere, material and resources and indoor environmental quality.

The center also will seek to improve the efficiencies of existing fuels and to improve the conservation of fuels, including oil and natural gas.

State Sen. Kenneth P. LaValle, R-Selden, N.Y., said, "It is my hope that the center's research will unlock the mystery to alternative sources of energy and help reduce our dependence on foreign fuels, create new jobs and enhance our economic growth."
