I am spearheading a large energy research project that basically entails taking the 95,000 resident population community of Highlands Ranch and convince them to vote to incorporate to become the first municipality in the world that incorporated that is just focused 100% on clean technology energy.

In year two of this research, I have two students in the "Transportation" research module who want to try and do a CNG pilot using the Phill fueling station and Honda CNG Civic's in Highlands Ranch. We had a Colorado State Legislator attend one of the student research meetings last December and we informed him about home fueling stations using the Civic and he never heard of it but was excited about the pilot concept.
 
Here's what I would ask from Honda if you decide to lend some assistance:

1. Honda assist these two students in regards to any research data about the CNG Civics as it relates to return on investment, drivability and reduction in tailpipe emissions
 
2. Help the students to assemble a Civic/Phill Station pilot plan for 10 vehicles in Highlands Ranch. With Gov. Ritter focused 100% on reduced auto emissions in Colorado and the feds potentially fining Colorado for brown cloud emissions during the winter months, using Highlands Ranch to educate Colorado about CNG Civics will get the attention of a lot of people statewide.
 
3. From #1 and #2 above, a cash grant can be requested from the State Legislator to offset the incremental expenses to purchase a CNG Civic and the Phill Station hardware and installation for 10 pilot residents to use. The 10 Highlands Ranch residents would in essence be buying a CNG Civic at regular Civic non-CNG prices.

Ritter to attend and have a clean energy vehicle display outside the school. The day would culminate with a 6:00pm Highlands Ranch Open House where the residents and businesses are invited to learn more about how clean tech energy for the the Future City of Highlands Ranch.
